The Nyiya-bindu is a work of Dharmakirti (55\!‘?,]“]&) who,

besides this work, wrote a number of excellent treatises on Logic
such as Pramina-virtika-kirikd, Pramanasvirtika-vrtti, Praména-
vinidcaya, Hetubindu-vivarapa, Vada-nyiya (or Tarka nyiya),
Santanantara-siddhi, Sambandha-pariksa and Sambandba-parikga-
vrtti. None of these treatises is now available in Sanskrit but
the Tibetan versions of all of them are preserved in the Tangyur,
Mdo, Ce.

Loma Tiranatha, in his History of Indian Buddhism called
“ Chos-byun,” ! says that Dharmakirti, ac-
cording to all accounts of earlier sages,
was born in the south in the kingdom of Ciddmani which he
identifies .with I'rimalaya.

There
would be n contradiction between the middle term and the major
term if the word “another” were used by the speaker in the
sense of & non-composite thing, but understood by the listener in
the sense of a composite thing. This reasoning which involves
a “contradiction of the middle term to the desired or implied
major term,” is fallacious.

Dharmakirti in his Nyiya-bindu? does not recognize this
second fallacy in as much as it is, in his opinion, included in the
first. A word, which is the major term of a proposition, can as
such admit of only ome meuning, and if there is ambiguit
between the meaning expressed and the meaning implied the real
meaning is to be ascertained from the context.?
