THE T11,njore Mahirija Serfoji's Sarasvatl Mahi! Libn.ry 

most have bad its ea.rlie•st beginnings about the end of the 

16th century when •ranjore was under the role of the Telugu 

Niyaks who collected Sanskrit .M1mascripts written in Telagq 

character. lo the 17th century the Mahara.lbae conquered the 

oountry and since that day, the Library has been increa■ing. 

By far the greater portion of the collection was made by Berfoji, 

during a vi!iit to Bena.Tea ilnring 18'20-1880. diviji hie aaoceesor 

added a few. There bas practically been no addition of any 

nine till very recent times. 

The above collection belonged to the reigning princes of 

Tanjore-the Mabara~ha 1\-hbirijas, When the lad of them died, 

the whole property including the abon collection formed the 

subject of litigation among thG several claimants. Thanks to 

their pabho-epirited generosity and enthusiasm for ancient; 

cuhore, the library together with a lakh of rupees was crea'8d 

into a Public Trust with the consent of the civil oourts. The 

Tanjore Library is therefore now a Public Library in the fol.I 

senMe of the.t term, the Government of Madras being reaponsible 

for its admio-istration. 

Since the Library became a Public Trust, there has been 

a marked improvement in the reception accorded to it b:v the 
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public. Various liberal and generous-minded benefaolora ban 

come forward with magnanimous offers. The Library baa been 

enriched with several very fine collections of manuscripts, every 

one of them rare, valuable and very interesting, In 1921, the 

.Library was enriched with the "Jambunitha Bbana Lil)~agai 

collection." In 1922, the Library received 0ther valuable collec• 

tions of rare interest known as the 'Kiigalkar'' and the ''Pataiga 

Avadbiita" collection11, Besides these, the Tyigarija Rvimi collec• 

tion, the Subrahmar;t}'a Sa.stri collection, Sobra.hma11ya Rao col• 

lection, Bii.mac9,ndra Gar;ta.pati collection, Nllakat~ba ,istri collec• 

tion, Devasankara Ta.wker collection, Gopalakf'P)a Dnalekar 

collection and Kt11J1sji Metha collection-all are of great and rare 

value. 

The manu11cripts in the 'raojore Library are either on 

palm leaf or on paper. They are of varying value and come from 

various soorcea. The11e maauscri!)ts are in more than elnen die• 

tinct alphabets. On the whole one may ea~ily say that the total 

number of manuscripts in this Library ie likely to exceed 80,000 

of which the Sanskrit manuscripts alone are llllre to exceed 

2~.aoo. 

Besides these manusoripts there are 11ol10 a number of books 

and manuscripts in almost all the Indiac and European langua­

ge11 and on almost all bra.aches of human knowledge. Special 

mention may here be made of the books and manoeoriptl! in 

Telugu, Tamil, Mahralbi and English on account of their nam· 

her and importanoe.

Dr. Burnell's catalogue is very useful to 01 to lrace out 

lost manoscripta, which are never likely to come back to us. Our 

losses are probably far more, for even Dr. Burnell'■ admirable 

catalogue was by no means a complete catalogue of all that exiated, 

Por, where be mention! single work in a bundle we are able today 

to trace two or more works in the same bundld, 

The Committee appointed by the Government of Madras 

took charge early in 1919. Since then they have been busily 

pushiug forward the work of revising and preparing a freall cata­

logue of all the works now in the Library &.coording to the lateat 

1oienti&c methods. Ea.oh work is described in detail in a oa,d 

inde:a: form which contain• all &he nece11ary padioulara. 

In 1920 a catalogue of· printed booka in Prenoh, Latia, 

Italian and Greek waa published.

As the funds at the disposal of the Library were not 

adequate to nndertako the printing and publishing of a deecript• 

ive catalogue of all th~ S&nskrit Manuecripts in the Library the 

Adminietratin Committee of the Library approached the Govern• 

1:,ent of Madras year after year with the request for a special 

grant towards the s111ne. In their G. 0. No. Mi~. li69, dated the 

9th April'19l7, the Government of Madras were plee.eed to allot 

the necessary funds for a three year programme. The triennium 

came to a close on the 31st March 1930 and nine volnmes of
