continents of Asia and Africa and U. S. 8; R., 
including Turkey and Sh:1kiang, Turkish pro­
:vince of China, will belong to Asia as well as 
Europe. 
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The capital of Asia will be at Srinagar in 
Kashmir. Europe will have its ca pit.al at 
Geneve. African capital at A~dis Ab~ba, North 
American capital at Los Angeles, and South 
America will have its capital at La Paz. . '

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Equally impo1·tant is the growth of 
thought. · Aryans of the ancient timES developed 
Vedas and Sam~crit literature.

Xrishna, Buddha, Christ arid ' Muhemmod gave 
to humanity certain thoughts V\ hich still guide 
tens of Millions (If peoples. Moses, Kong-futsu 
aud . ShtJJto pJe~cheJB .. of :9Id, , command still 
great respect among their followers. 

Siuce Luther and the Fre1ich revolution 
new currents of thought began to . ag~ta_t~ th~ 
mind of EO'rope. At?d since a couple of Nations 
of Europe, mainly th'e English and ~h~ Fre_i;1~h, 
took po~sessiqp of a very large ·portion o! ~hiJ 
earth, · they brought l}bout a revolut1.onary 
change in thinking of Hussia, Indja, China ail(J 
of many other nations.. ·

aud Mahatma Gandhi guided the I~dian nation 
in her fight against the British imperialism.

. Thia 'is _the history 'c:r the world · in a nut 
shell. · 

Birth of World idea. · 
In a way · ·11; is extremely old. Indian 

ancient literature developed the idea of the 
family of the human race. Sheikh Sa.di of 
mediaeval Iran said in a poem ihat peoples are 
·parts of one body, if one people suffers otb~rs 
suffer too. Lord Teno_.Yson sang oc the • Fede- . 
ration of the World in"?he last centary. It was 
however the League of Nations fouuded in 1919 
iWhich laid the foundation. of one wo:rld govern­
ment. It · broke down due to the monopoly 
created in it by ·'the British and the French 
imperialists. ·

Second world war came. And again 
another version of the League of .Nations roee 
in 1945, under_the name o.f the United Nations. 

Now the United States are practicalJy 
monopolizing the United Nations. U. S. S • ..R. 
na'turally objects to it.. But the . fear of 
communism, cunningly created by the United 
States and their sµppcrters, makes most of the 
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States of the world follow America, supP.osed 
to. be the protector of the "old o_rder.'' 

~ 

U oder these . circumstances our · World 
Federation is the · only hope of humanity. 

I must state that I had, over caste and 
ove~ p19vince, liberal consciousness· and I start­
ed my .political life with the keen desire to free 
India from the British yoke . .. I joined the 
Germans and" the Turks during the first world 
war with the hope of freeing India with their 
help. I cooperated with . King Amanullah and 
Soviet Rus.sia on a plan ~o push forward our 
freedom mov~ment. 

I 

·Ooming to Japan· in November 1922, 'I 
took_ up the · ·idea of the Asiatic emancipation. 
I lectured on the · unity of. Asia and tried ta 
organize pro Asia groups. In 1927 I attended 
the pan Asian Conference at Shaaghai. It was 
clecided that the next Asiatic Conference should 
be held at Oabul fo. Afghanistan and .that I was 
to call it and do all the needful for its s-ucces9. 

Rebe1Iiali against · King Amaimllah held 
me up in Central Asia. I proceeded to· Tehran 
iWith a view to hold the :Asiatic Conference 
thel'e. I met H. E. Minister Tainiur Tash at 
rr'ehran. To my painful surprise he said·-that 
if he :was to allow ID!'_J _q hold the Asiatic 
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conference at Teh-rao .. Europe will tm:.n_ against 
Iran r It set me thiilkiD$ and I decided that it 
:was better to work for··world federation. 

II 

I proceeded to Moscow. I was ther~ the 
guest of the A fgbanistan Ambassador. FJr 
several months I bad to remain at Moscow. I 
:wrote a book on world federation. Coming to 
Berlin I sta1·ted tbe circnlar with the ·trtrtne of 
World Federation fu September 1929. I had 
not money enough to -publi~h the book myself. 
rr'he ideas of the manuscript found room in the 
circular. 

In 1930 a few number~ came out in the 
TJnited States where I lectured on behalf of 
'.Afghanistan, invitin~ U. S. capital to that 
mountain locked land. I C'lntinued th~· publi­
cation in Japan, Ch~na and back in Jaran. 

In China and Japan I founded world 
federation clubs, opened offices and established 
World Federation Center at Kodairamura, 
Kokubunji -within: Tokyo metropolis boundary. 

In 1935 I drew up the n:;ap of world 
federation, as described in our geography and 
procetded to California and lectured on it. · . 

I bitterly opposed the China policy of 
J _apan. But I bad my own very good Japanese 
friends. · · . 
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In April 1942 the Japanese police inter­
fered with the free publication of my circular 

. and I stopµ_ed its publication. 

On my arrival back in . India · in :A.ugust 
1946 I once again thought of continuing the 
circular • . In November it was republimed from 
Dehraduri. Later its (lffice was inoved to 
Vrim.laban fr(Jm where it is coming out-regular­
ly ·every rponth· and circulating the message of 
one wor1d, wor1d u11:ity or federation of the 
:world through out our earth. 

·. Laws of Nature. 
-

Laws ·of Nature work whether we know 
them - or not. 'rhey work . through us an~ 
through out ~he universe. I claim that though 
we bav~· been rolling in the flood of time, forced 
to act in the pro.cess of life, yet we have not 
taken eogriisance · of the univeri,al Jaws which 
rule us, guid_e us and correct us when we 

· go astray. -
: ,.,,,,, . 

We have been thinking in terms of this 
or that religiol;l or sects, receptly we baye been 
thinki1:1,g in terms of parties and \'\e ,ba-ve been 
led blindly by the urge of race or nation, caste 
or tribe. We did not care to und·erstand ·that 
individual, family, caste or tribe, nation or race, 
are just j?,arts of the human race. We did not. 
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go -out of ·our .belief- to see that our beliefs are 
created in the .. interest of our tribes, nations, 
castes or races. ··· 

Every · tliought• •nppears to satisfy some 
need. Thoughts clash _when they do not realize 
that all ~er our earth groups _of men livjl. 
under different · circumstances and . they need 
different thoughts. Indeed, individuals differ 
too and they also rieed different thoughts. There 
are certain law\ of Nature which make an indi.; 
:vidual take quite different stand when he or 
she hears some one preach a certain thou~ht. 
We ·have to learn yet the causes of our likes and 
dislikes, fear, anger, and disruptive qua1rele. 

Our medic foe bas advanced a great deal 
in finding the microbes and pois9ns and. anti 
poison serums but they did not pay sufficient 
attention to the blood .currents forming races 
or thought currents which produced religions. 

We should learn to analyse· human 
thoughts. Thoughts which cr~ate disruption in 
society should be separated without any asso­
ciation of religion vr party and sllould be 
replaced ·by hiumony producing thoughts. • 

I assert if we would be sufficiently careful 
about the racial or national needs · and would 
not unnecesearily annoy national or racial ego 
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we should easily succeed in suppressing disrup,­
tive thoughts. 

It will be a science by itself, we shall 
work it out with the faith of a religion, we 
shall de,elop world consciousness, universal 
religion and the economic system Qf a joint 
family ,tor all m~nkind. 

' " . . -
.· W ~ shall not ask people to live in dreams. 

: We shall t1·y to make every ,illage . or ~ part oJl 
a tow~, every school an4factory, a joint family. 
This can be done . immeaiately. 

w~ should believe that the present- cycle 
gf civilization, about fl ve thousand ycars' old, 
has brought o_ur human race, in this cycle, . to 
the age of puberty. All the laws of Nature 
worked to make our race of age. We are 
suffering .from some · diseases which are usual 

-at this age. We can either sudden1y die, commit 
suicide, or live to venerable "age. . . . ' 

lf a friend gets sick, l'ery sick, dange·rous-
, ly sick, we still try to cure him, we are duty 

bound to do what we can to cur~,the present 
poJiticaJ, religious, economic and social diseases 
of society. Nature itself wants it. Nature 

· always tries to throw out h~rmful foreign 
matter from our bodies. . Nature is working to. 
help us to make further P.rogress. Let us belP, 
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Nature toCJ. Let us learn the Laws of Nature 
aJJd act strictly o.h,e~ ing them. _ 

Bands of Volunteers. 
. . II . -We need volunteers all round the world, 

in every nook ~nd corner of otir hu~an soc~e_ty •. 
M' e must remedy local ilfo and prepare co1.0mu­
nities to play their roles as· 'parts of the human 
r11,ce. Thei:e ~e mapy groups in ~~ny .different 
localities whicti are trying to unite the world. 
lWe find in ·the United Nations.the greatest, 
organized, official insti1Jilign, tryirig to function 
as a world governmenr.. -We welcorQe them all. 
IT'hey are surely doing· some go9d work in their 
own ways. But they surely Jack somethil,lg 
and this we mean to provide. __ _ 

._ ·united Nations is -degenerating into an 
fostrume~t o.f the American imperialism. 

. Many other mpvements, working for world 
umty, are more or · less instruments in .the 
hands of their States for their. national benefit. 

I do not deny that our movement will 
benefit our nation but as I stand at present in 
tbe opposition of our government you will haTe 
to admit that our World Federation is not a 
aiplomatic hand-grenade in the hands of official 
India. _ · · --
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Yes, I speak of capturing Delhi . . I con- . 
sider it an early possibility that world ·. 
feder2-tionists control the government of India . 
or Aryan. If it happen@j however, all the 
resources of this vast land-Iran to Assam­
will be utilized to push forward the plan of our. 
Federated World State. · 

.I ask my cou_!)try men to enlist themselves 
into o~r · different organizations of castes, 
professionB; unity of religiom~, Religio~ of 
Lo-ve, Union _ of the Martial races, our units 
among workers, peasants and students and our 
supporters ·among l:Iindus, Muslims, Sikhs or 
ChristianEJ, our friends in congress, Socialist 
Party and among Communists. 

-I adopt this line of action and -I recom­
mend it to ·you : Let world federationists 
encourge local patri.9tism as we do in case o{ 
Bengal, Punjab, Maharashtra, Patbauistan and 
the like. Let them work for the federation of 
their districts and their provinces as we do for 
Aryan and Asia. Then, see, what beliefs control 
your neighbours, let them all unite into their 
gro_ups · and these groups should be trained to 
function ae part of your localitie~, districts or 
provinces. ·-

. In India, caste conEciousness is v~ry 
<strong. I myself tried that the caste co'hscious-
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ness may be weakened but I found that when 
it could not be ·ousted or supµresse·a it would 
be better to iuter\veave the castes - into our 
nation, as the Brahman ,miod once did. The­
[Brabmaris succeeded in weaving the castes into 
Hindu religious society •. 

At present party problem is far bigger 
than the religious question. Today millions 
have the same .kixid of fanaticism for their 
parties as the ancestors bad· for their religiens. 

Volunteers will have difficult task to 
bridge the gulfs of parties. But I show you 
the way. Take them as so· many different 
thoughts. Speak of parties as bundle~- o~ 
thoughts and add that -religions are also coJlec­
tions of some other thoughts. If our volunteers 
;will imbibe this spirit thorough!y it would . be 
very easy for them to ·turn the fighting thoqght 
groups iato federal units of ,our world 
federation. · 

Volunteers! Our Volunteers! There are 
many kinds of volunteers in this chatltic world 
of today. There are volunteers who- will kill 
.with passion some other volunteers. · Do ypu 
not see, soldiers killing soldiers.in Korea~ Inda-"' 
China and el8ewhere 'I cl s I am writing these 
Jines on the 12th Qf July 1951, they ~re talking 
armistice in Korea. I wish. peace comes: But 
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in our present day world, any time, in any part 
of our world, war can flare up aod soldiers will 
start killiag soldiers! 

Voluntee1·s! It is .for you to save these 
youths, whu are under the influence of some 
wrong ideas. From their childhood and through 
their education~ they have been_ trained to love 
certain country, caste, religion or party. Their. 
love develops into passion and they start killing 
blindly without knowing what they do 1! 

Volunteers! You must know, bow tens 
of thousand good souls uader the iofluen·ce 0£ 
the idea of non-violence or war-resistance 
tm:ffered a Tot. Pi.lOr people, they 1 They - did 
not act with open eyes alung the laws.of Nature. 

Volunteers I Study our literature. Do 
no~ be led away by, a passagt here or there. 
!\fan has to say many things under different 
circumstances. You see our development. You 
develop yourself as I tried to develop myself. 
I\{an grows. It is natural. You try to grow. 
and help your neighbours to grow into :world 
federa tionis ts . . 

· Magi;ietisin.. 
I do not claim that - I have any,, such 

personal magnetism that milli<;>ns will bow to 
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me at my bidding. Writers claim that Premier 
:Mussolinii Leader Hitler and Comrade Lenin . 
bad Tery. .. powerful magnetism. Mahatma 
~andhi, too, commanded and still commands a 
iVery big following id' our country. I fully­
realize that all my preaching is not producing 
the effect I want .on our countrymen. 

My voice is not ringing, my features are 
not attractive, I.pave no magnetism, I admit, 
but no one can dissuade me from believing that 
[ give the message of the age. 

· I ha Te seen a bit of the world. I travelled 
five times round the world. I was lecturing ,in 
the United States during my tours in that land. 
i was altogether six times in America and 
elev~n times at Moscow. I extensively travelled 
ih China and I was 6ver fifteen years in Japan. 
I was over six years in Afghanistan. I vi~ited 
thrice Pamirs and once'Tibet, dding porseEi all 
the time. I was a guest of honour in the oldest 
mo~astery of Italy and I stayed in a Buddhist 
moD'astery of 'l'ibet. I have studied Hindu, 
Muslim, Christian, Hebrew, Buddhist and 1Sikb­
scrlptures. I know somethiug about B.ahai, 
Theosophy and such moderr, movements. I can 
say that some new teaching i~ needed whicb ·w.ill 
bring harmony among the religious groups. 
Today parties have become more fanatic tha4 
the religions of a century back. They also need 
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some new set or ideas which will help them to 
serve society without unnecessary· f_riction. 

I claim that the way that I preach will 
bring about new har.monious atmos.phere in the 
political fitld. as w~l~. as iJ?. religious beliefs. In 
the _begioning there may be indifference, Jatet 
may deTelop fevere opposition, it is all natural, 
but ultimately' these views of this .age, given to 
the world through me, will pievail in all the 
human tace l'l · 

Christ was crucified, whe1·e· went bis 
spiritual haloj Premier Muse61ini and Mahatma 
Gandhi w~te crueJJy mm derE d h:ispite of their 
magneti8tn. Leader Hitler was . defeated and 
killed inspite of bis ~nat success for a numper 
of years. · Comrade Lenin fell ill and died · and 
the best doctors could not save him. Miracu­
Jou.sly 0,od kept me alive to this day . to preach 
this message. : I had to sleep or.ce in a snakes·' 
dwfllirig hollow t I was attackf d by 1·obberR. 
I slept in open, in 1muw1:1. A false step would 
have thrown me rolling over ice in the de.ep 
rushing river below I I BritiFh imperialism, 
backed by the great resources of tbe British 
empire, tried to capture me but somehow I was 
ea-ved. Mahatma Gandhi very mueh appreciated 
my Religion of 'fuo-ve. He passed away after 
my a!rival back in · the country. Fibr ~early 
Jast fh'e years I have preaclJ~d through out 
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In<lia. I have m!lny friends all over this laLd. 
I am DOJV engaged i-o thuru.ugh reorganization 
of our people.

I preach Religion of Love. I hold meetings -
of the Unity of . religiorn!. I publish World 
Federation. I wo1kfor Aryan Federation~ I 
ask the casteEJ, prufes:;ions and parties, to thus 
organize tbemselns that they - all function as 
parts of one ·whQle. I am -teaching Morality 
and I organize Moral Front to clean the e:ociety~-

In the name of ' 1Dig Vijai" I toured a 
couple of districts aud now I me·an to take to 
preaching on a more systematic plan·.

Why 'World Federation? 
Without some kind of federation of (JUr 

world, without some kind of order on this· 
earth, it is a_lways pm-sible that a nation rises 
and subdues its neighbours. I admit there is 
a natural Jaw for this movement of . peoples 
but why must we follow now, harmful actions 
of the childhood age of mankind. 

... 
Now we can understand the Law which 

wants peoples to mix and to give birth to new 
peoples. At the same time Nature wants to 
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preserve and improve the qualities of Man. ·An 
that prejudice which man bas against mixing 
of the 1·aces is the Nature's eudeavour ;to keeP, 
good qualities intact. But the urge in some 
people of going abroad is to help people mix 
culturally and in blood. 

Ono great philosopher pointed out that 
anger is a natura1 phenomenon of life, it is 
there to remo,;e some onstacle in acquiring the 
desire of man. But we also know that some 
people have more anger while some less. We 
also know that certain condition of health makes 
oae more pe!tish. If a man is hungry he will 
also get ~asily annoyed. Man . has not yet 

_ learned all the causes of bis bad temper, he bas 
much less studied· the causes of nations' wrong 
actions. · 

· The individual·ego, individual attachments 
and prejudices .make ·man pal'tial and therefore 
a bad judge to judge indil'idual actions~ In the 
same way nationarego and national tradition.a 
make nations partial to certain l'iews and make 
them commit mistakes in judging human~ life 
as a whole. ·· ...

and U. S. S. R. 'Jhey are competing fu1· world 
control. U.S. stands for capitalism. U.S.S.R. 
stan.ds for.communism. They both talk peace 
but, they both are building huge military . force. 

India is still linked with U. K. India ·:is 
still with in commonwealth. India, at present, 
has no independent foreign policy._ She meeklyj 
fpllows British . Labour government. Infact; 
India ~f taq~y, is the_ creation 0f the British' 
Labour. We followed Labour suggestions ai:ld 
thre\V the· India~ princ.es into the Juipher. We 
mean to do the same with landlords. We 
d~clared republic. But . all this could ·not 
inflaence the British public as British Labour.. 
hag hoped. They · did not throw aver· board 
their king-. American influence and American 
dollar .won t4e. day.. ~ 

India js in danger of being caught into 
the . storID which. can ·sweep across the·eartli 
:w)t4out any previous· notice. In a way, the 
:writing on the wall is sufficient notice but'1m~ 
Iead~is ~nd uur peo{!le pa:r. litUe · ·attention ta 
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tl;lat warning··: - a~t out of the Cemmonwtalth 
or perish! 

We are enfageil in copying the Britiril 
parliament, in keeping intact British-made 
administration and in loyally following British 
suggestions. We bave not yet started to look 
into the filth which was here purposely accumu­
lated by foreigg usurpers. With the prevailing 
conceptions of society, with the prevailing social 
Jaws, we must sink deeper into the mire.

T~e present 
fotbargy or ignorance . of the general public 
towards my plan and programme can no~ 
last long.

The crowded 
Cinemas speak loud of our degeneratior,. The 
falaces of film .stare in Hollywood and great 
inc':)me_ of the film business every where prove 
the perverted passion for lowly enjoyment of 
the common Man! 

Cricket, footba-JJ, hockey, bull figh{s, flst 
fights, racing, cross-word, game of letters, 
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arinking, d~ncing-as, they are indulged in and 
as fashionable _gambling is conducted by the 
socalled ci",ilized suciety prove the depth of 
degeneration to which" this unbridled society 
is sunk! ·

pleasure and He enjoys life through the living 
creatures and giaa can beatow on Him higher 
pleasure of life tbaa trees, insects, . birds an,d 
beast@.

I do not say that man should perform penances, 
I do not 1·ecommead that man should remain 
naked or starve himself. I say, enjoy life. 

You can ofcourse 
marry. True religion makes man permanently 
happy. Religion prohibits drinking and· wild' 
dancing, because these end in bad health, 
poverty - and quarrals. Gamefl, fanning up 
passion to win, indirectly teach wars to-·wjn. 
Society has to be scientifically reorganized, in a 
:way that man learns to live together, work­
together and enjoy the fruits of labour together. 
These !houghts which we call naUonalism, 
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socialism, communism, and the like appeared ta 
remove superstitions and to teach man to inake 
a collective effort to. make society well organiz~ 
ed and happy. 

Moral Laws. , 
There are certain eternal moral laws.

Suspicion nevet &llawa men tQ w.or.k tog~the:c 
in hatmon1.: · 
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~hey haYe:::ciistiirted facts of history but 
for any honest student of the J'ise and !all of 
past empires Jt is very clear that certain good 
gualities of the · people made them strong anq 
they began to build an empire and when wealth 
and power made people luxurioue, pleasure 
foving and cruel exploiters theil'. empire 
crumbled! 

The Law -'ae you · sow, so you reap' is 
uniTeraally true. In religion, in politics and 
in every 1ocial order,in fact, for every indivi­
'.dual this law holds good. . Some times people 
get misled seeing a 'Christ crucified and a robber 
or a black marketeer · enjoying wE>alth. It is 
aue to narrow view ,, of life. · A Christ by his 
11acrifice purifies society and all evil gaiLs are 
surely Yery temporary. 

.. If in a group of people or society s~ch 
!ldeas become prevalent that there is no pumsb• 
ment for e,il and honesty nevP.r pays, beli~ve 
me,_that society, or the group of peo~Je, · is 
1·olhng down hilJ a.nd would meet some kmd of 
catastrophe at no distant date. You can Dot 
~scape from· the eternal Law. You can escape 
from man-made law but not from the Law 
iWhich keeps the earth re~olving round tb& ·S.Pn 
and keeps the Sun glowing t 

I admit power of evil is Tery strong. 
[lemP.tations ~ome across at every few steps in 
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.liie. But the long experience of ages in our 
sub-conscious mind aIJd the teachings of morality; 
discipline and religion very often save us and 
our society and gu de us 1·ight. 

We need today strong social, political and 
moral organization to make life safe from eYil. 
You ·can not ou one band multiply temptations . 
and on the other hand expect man to lead 
moral life. We therefore reorganize our societY, 
on moral basis and not on the basis of rowdy; 
freedom as, prevalent at present. 

· I can not repeat too often that cinem• 
exciting sex and eulogizing• crime must 'be 
stopped. Games developing the sph-it to win 
must, be discouraged. Gamble in eTery form 
sbo'u1d have no place iu society; Fine recrefl'o 
tionA are necessary. Occasional picnic parties, 
S•>ft music for a little while after diimer o:c 
swimming •by way ·of. bathing are healtbYi 
pastime1J. Horse racicig, bull fights •or boxing 
con . rtot be permitted. Cross word game is 
most silly and harmful. Drinking :and dancing 
should not be induJged in as at present. · 

_ Th~re has not been yet planning fo life. 
For instance, productioll and distribution most 
'fital for chilized life have gone on in a 
haphazard way. Perhaps, scientific planning 
of life was not possib_le be.fore this day. ,Man­
kind in its present cycle was in .its childhood. 
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Nature de'felopeahumauity to Lhe pi'eE!ent stage . 
of maturity 1;1ow Nature expects our brains, 
also deTeloped-by Natu~e, to du the gardening 
in the jungle of growt'6. We should have. a 

, t?pecial iastitution to study the Laws of Nature 
and to mould life..accordi11g to the eternal and 
universal laws, which teach morality as a 
~ecessity· for healthy human life!

Scientific planning to have right produc­
tion and distribution is the immedhte need oE 
our ~go. Ho~ fi:u individu~i .initi~tive should 
be all9wed to play i~ role ~n4 how far 
:r;egimentation !3_b,ould be introduced in life is 
tJ!e great questwp . . That sentimental qiitred 
of the modern ideis of socialism or communism 
or that.blind belief that a!l what weut under. 
the name qf religion wae poisonous are· disturb• 
ing 8ur BQ.ciety. Those religious wars, fought 
in the name o~ 'certain creeds, in the old worJrl, 
could be ·excused, considering. the. poor 
knowledge of this earth in those days. But 
how can we permit today all this propaganda 
against U. S. or ,U. S. S . R., againeit Ilussians, 
~nglo-Saxons, Germans, Chinese or J apan'ese. 
:All what they need i9 happy, healthy_ life foe 
~hemselves. But as they work under the 

. iefiuence ef some · wrong ideas they create 
misery fo~ all the human race. · 
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"Now or NeYer'' is written on the wall!: 
We must make it clear that alL 'this trouble is 
directly born of' unscientific pro.duction and 
distribution. You·need not d~:feat this or tha~ 
nation. All you need is to start world wide 
prop!lganda that mankind immediately needs . 
scientific production and distribution. · 

The object of scientific production anci 
distribution shall ·be that all the persons born 

. on t,his earth sh~ll be guaranteed all their needs 
from birtµ to death. 

. It.is no piqture of happy heaYei.1, it .is n~ 
toy to cons~l~:,a b'uogry child, it is• a cut and 
dty plan to satisfy every human being. It ca~ 
be·put.intr practice im·medi~tely. Our modern 
Stat~s, haTing be·en de:velopeci to this stage, caij 
introduce it _atonce, in tlieir lands, within the~ 
boundaries. They need only·· feel the necessit~ 
of scientific production and disti;ibution. 

T4e principle should be accepted that n6 
per~cm ca:n be allowed to remain without wei.:k: 
or without food. All the ol'd, cripple or sic~ 
have to be proYided with their needs. Everyj

· See bow a ·natural family works. No two 
·brothers a"re entirely equal. Even twinfil are 
not born at the . ~ame time, there is l!IUrely 
difference of bouts or miriutefil. Parents are 
naturally elderly. In e joint family they do 
not divide property. They eat tt9getber • . They 
get ·their neEds but they jointly own their 
tweaJtb. · It is what I mean to introduce in all 
the villagFs, towns, countriee, in fact, in all the 
;world. But as private property ideal has _gone 
so far ~hat bro!hers · got separ~ted and got 
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aivided their property, it is not possible to force 
them atonce to live jointly. Habit of separate 
living will make them feel miserable if we 
compel them to make a joint family. 

· In· a town .. or village, wealth among 
'<l,!fferent families is nc,t equal. The ric~ will 
not be willing to share their. wealth with tµe 
poor .. . In a way -r,1.1 the gover!lments compel 
the rich ta a certam extent to give up a part 
of thei~ -:wealth for the poor. It is the, n;aeaning 
of· t~xiog the · w.ealth aq~ o.f providiag ~o~e 
facilitie~ fer tpe poor. "\Vb~t part of the riches 
is taken in taxe~ and how tho.se taxes a:re used 
ta _remo'fe pove.rty and safeg-uard society are 
two most important questions when building 
~oint fa~Uy. , 

We can not make all alike. Differences 
in beauty, etrengtb, i~1tellect and morality are 
;very conspicuous. We can not make them all 
alike, nor is it desirable. Differences in earth 
surface help wind to blow. and rain to fa.II. 

If extremes appear in the atmmiphere 
etorms c1>me to equalise temperature. How 
many times indeed, yo:.i must have youi-seHl 
complained that it was very .hot and YQU oi 

. some one must have added 'that storm or rain 
woulu ~ome. Su~h ie N atu1·e. -

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auy prevailing systems. If our ~ommunist 
brethren care to call religion opium, we do not 
inind, we give a heavy do8e of religious ideas 
and instil faith. Without tbiti Faith -no healthy 
quman lite is possible. In a way, ~he communists 
also create some strong beliefs in class war, 
i;nateri.al development of buIJ1an Eociety ::ind in 
their prophets, Comrades- Karl Marx, Lenin 
and Stalin. Bot. these beliefs fall . much short 
of human mental needa. At least men· like me 
are net satisfie~. If you feel Eatisfie·d, believe 
me, I shall not disturb your peace of mind!

Faith is absolutely necessary. We need 

faith in Federated World State. We need 
faith iD: the u~ity of religions.

World Federation. Dnubts always a-ppear, we

Every religion stands on a certain faith. 
All the partieez, including the Godle8s party, 
make themselves strong by instill!ng cert~in 
beliefs among_ their followers. Without faith 
no party, religion, t~fate or nation can. Jive a 
1:.dogle day. In Soviet Russia 11The Capital" of 
Karl Marx is the Rig Veda and the Material 
History of. the World is the great Puran. 
Strong Faith is created in the dogmas of the 
Communist Party. 

We want to create strong Faith too: 
Faith in the unity of the human rac·e, in the 
unity of all the religions and in the necessity of 
the frictionless society, where all mankind Ii ves 
as in one joint family. Doubts will appear as 
they always do. Doubts will flock and assert, 
it is sheer utopia, there can be no unity on this 
earth, man alwaye fought and be shall always 
fight, there are basic differeuces among races 
and religi6ns, they can never barmoniouslY, 
function.

:votes to a new plan. Our volunteers have ta 
work hard to create a strong, active and fully; 
convinced minority in every locality. This 
minority will do the needed miracle. 

It must be clear to our w01·kers that the 
'Communists, Roman Catholics and the Musal­
mans have th~t Faith which acts, works hard 
and is extremely stubborn. Hindus, Buddhiste, 
Protestants, or.

· . Roman Catholics fought and so fough~ 
Musalmtms among themselves. And ·today tbey 
are going .down the hiJI. Italians who were 
power behind Catholics are more foclinE!d 
towards non-religious movements of nfitional­
ism, socialism and communism. Spanish 
~merica is divid~d into small States. 

. :!:rahs were the poyver behind Itdam but 
rArabs are badly di rided a1;1d too weak. Poor 
Musa1m~ns have certain stro~g faith but they 
ate more utilized. by non-MusJim Statll's..of 
~pglaIJd or France. . · 

. ~ .\).r~d Feder~tionists through thefr unity 
vl rehg1ons will be able ta saUsfy Muslims and 
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t4e Catholics and through their plan o~ joint 
famiJy for all tile villages, towns, countries and 
ipdeed all hucpanity they shuuld be able ia 
receive cooperatjon of the conu;nu~ists.

Tonight is 17th-~fay 1952. I ,started to 
write this booklet last year. I quickly finhhed 
most of it but then came tbe news of elections, 
i:•:reparation for . the struggle and then the 
~ctual fight. I bad no mind to contest but my 
friends per,: uaded me to ti y and I ~'tried, 
supporttd by my numnous friends. We put up 
a good fight but I got def(ated b\ the _Congrfss 
Party. · I was all along in the Congrf@s but 
<lue to this contest agai11st the wishes of the 
1:Iigh Cornman~ I was expelled fron:; the party. 
I fought as an mdeprndent. 
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The Cung1;ess ··Party is in power. It 
controls nearly E.lll the State~ and c~_ntrols ~he 
.Central government iit TulhJ. I am opposmg 
tooth and nail, knowfog full well that the 
government can arrest me. put me in jail and 
make me a pauper:· I do not mind. I have 
repeatedly challaaged the government to do 
their worst against me. My Faith upholds me. 
I honestly believe that I have God gifen 
MJssion. Even if. l am crucified, it would be 
in the interest of the ciiuse for which I was 
given birth and I h~ve been kept alive so lung. 

India is in the grip of the British training. 
Seven hundred years' rl}le of the Muslim 
menarches has left deep impressions on our 
society. We think that we think but infact we 
think as we have been long taught to think. 
It should be plain to all our readtirs that this 
kind of elootion and parliament, this system ef 
government, what we have, were introduced by 
the British, Were they loaded on us in our 
interest 1 Not at all. We were beaten, put in 
~ails,Jianged to teach us the . way of thinking 
that we have. It was all done ia the interest 
of the Briti&h rulers.

;y·ou might be inclined to say that it was 
the spirit of the time. It could not ba'fe been 

·· ~therwise. "Look, the European States generaUy; 
follow. this parliamentary system and it is also 
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prevalent in Americss North and South!'' 
Germany, Italy and Japan rebelled against this 
~ystem and Soviet Russia is putting up stiff 
fight. I believe that our salvation also Jies in 
repudiating it . 

. . Our Government is entirely built by t~e 
:.!3r1trnh. The socalled national gove1·nment 18 
~ust the continuation of the British IIlade ad­
mi~itStration. Insµite of loud- heralding ofl 
entl~ely independent republic, India and 
Pakistan · are both members of the British 
Common weal th. · 

The worst is that tbe British training ~~s 
gone so deep into the minds of our people that 
they would not .listen to me and to people 
like me.
